1. These Regulations must be observed when &qwgpared for exhibition and/or exhibited at any
Kennel Club Licensed event. Objections may be refeto the General Committee for disciplinary
action under these Show Regulations and / or digmiplinary action under Kennel Club Rule A42.

(a) A dog found to have been exhibited in brezfdhese Regulations will automatically be
disqualified from exhibition at the show and fronyaward gained thereat,

(b) Unless the exhibitor provides a satisfacexglanation for the dog being

exhibited in breach of these Regulations thendie/may be subject to further penalties of either
a fine or as listed under Rule A42.

2. (a) No substance which alters the natwialuz, texture or body of the coat may be presetieé
dogs coat for any purpose at any time during tr@wShNo substance which alters the natural colour of
any external part of the dog may be present odldigefor any purpose at any time during the Shoyv. (b
Any other substance (other than water) which maydeal in the preparation of a dog for exhibitiorsmu
not be allowed to remain in the coat or on
any other part of the dog at the time of exhilpiti
3. No act or operation which alters the natoomiformation of a dog or any part thereof may be
performed except:-

Wins in Variety classes do not count foreitBreed classes but when entering in varietgsga,
wins in both breed and variety classes must betedufrirst prize docs not include a Special Prize o
whatever value. If an exhibitor reports beforebdging of a class or classes that a dog has Intereed
which is ineligible, the exhibitor may choose offi¢he following options:

Where a Best Puppy in Shoaompetition is scheduled the Best
Puppy in Show is a puppy which has competed and ismbeaten by any other puppy exhibited at the
same show. A puppy is a dog of six and not exceegitwelve calendar months of age on the first
day of the Show. Where the Best of Breed or Best Bhow is a puppy it will automatically be Best
Puppy in Breed and Best Puppy in Show respectivelimilarly, if the Reserve Best of Breed or
Reserve Best in Show is a puppy whidhas only been beaten by an adult dog it will also
automatically be Best Puppy in Breed and Best Puppiyp Show respectively. Consequently,
selection of Best Puppy in Breed and Best Puppy Bhow must follow the selection of Best of Breed
and Best in Show respectively. Best Puppy in Showust be selected from puppies which have been
judged and which are unbeaten by any other puppy.
Puppies which become eligible for Best Puppy in Skomaybe withdrawn from all other
competition, other than Breed Classes and Best Puppn Breed, prior to the competition for Best
Puppy in Show in order to remain unbeaten, A Puppyeaten in competition for Best Puppy in
Show may subsequently be exhibited in all competin for which it was previously eligible.

12. BEST IN SHOW; The dog declared Best in Show sdog which has competed and is unbeaten
by any other dog exhibited at the same show. Best Show must be selected from all unbeaten
winning dogs. Reserve Best in Show must be selecfeam the remaining unbeaten winning dogs
following he selection of Best in Show. Dogs whidiecome eligible for Best in Show maybe
withdrawn from all other competition other than breed classes and Best of Breed prior to (lie
competition for Best in Show as appropriate in ordeto remain unbeaten. A dog beaten in
competition for Best in Show may subsequently be bibited in all competition for which it was
previously eligible. The dogs declared Best in Shoand Reserve Best in Show however, must not
compete in any subsequent competition. Dugs may kéthdrawn from AV Classes when judged
before Breed Classes.
PROVISO: For the purposes of this Regulation, dogbeaten in competition for Stud Dog, Brood
Bitch, Progeny, Brace and Team or a Special Awardonfined to a single breed, will not be
considered to be beaten dogs.
13. Exhibits will not be admitted to Best in Show @mpetition after a period often minutes has
elapsed since the announcement that exhibits areqeired for judging, unless they have been
unavoidably delayed by previous judging not beinga@mpleted on time, and then only with special
permission of (he Show Management.
14. No modifications will be made to this schedulexcept by permission of the General Committee
of the Kennel Club, which will be followed by advetisement in the Canine Press wherever possible.
15. All exhibitors must be familiar with Kennel Club Regulation F (Annex B) Regulations for the
Preparation of Dogs for Exhibition.
16. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issuetith a Kennel Club Authority to Compete
number before entry to the show/event can be mad@ny overseas entries without an Authority to
Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/canpetitor.
